Industry association of poultry producers, Rosptitsesoyuz,
created the Program ‘Development of Poultry Industry up to
2010 It is planned, that from one of the largest importers Russia
will become into exporter and will supply enough meat to the
market. But to receive that horizon it is necessary to refuse the
import, as the authors of the Program say.

In the 1st quarter of 2010 this sector showed 16 per cent
growth as compared with the analogue period of the last year. Dy-
namics of Russian market now is more depend on domestic pro-
duction than imports. Russia in the 1st quarter decreased imports
in 3 times, up to 49 thousand tons ($69.5 mln) against 147.4 thou-
sand tons (($158.7 mln) last year. Such reduction experts of meat
market explain as a result of refusing from chicken meat supply
from the USA, connected with the ‘Chlorine problem’.

As it is said in the Program for the regulation of the poultry

market for 2020 it is necessary particularly to
create the infrastructure of wholesale firms,
to examine the concern of industry inclu-
ding into the system of eggs, meat and poul-
try meat products custom for federal and
regional needs, to widen the net of brand
trade. In the sphere of customs regulation it
is necessary to correct import supplies up to
the complete refusing imports. This Program
is an ambitious one, but it is quite accessible
in specified conditions.

For instance, in order to achieve pro-
duction of 4.5 mln tons of poultry meat, it is
wanted not only customer demand, but there
must be such prerequisites for exports development as low pri-
ces at the expense of primary costs of production, but in Russia
for the present they focus on production volumes.

I would like to pay your special attention to the column ‘In
the Spotlight. This time poultry industry of the Union State of
Russia and Byelorussia is in focus. I suppose, the articles will be
apprehended with interest.

I think, it will be useful for you to make aquaintance with the
articles if the rubrics ‘Feeding & Breeding’, ‘Industry Reserves' and
‘Veterinary Medicine’, where from different sides lively important
problems are considered — what feed are necessary to increase
meat productivity and to improve poultry meat and eggs quality,
how to make poultry healthy and where to look for additive profit.

I advise you to look through the paper by LYu. Gromov,
which is devoted to Codex Alimentarius Standards. The author
was a participant of the educational project ‘Codex Alimentarius
Standards Adoption’. Worldwide and especially in the USA the
attention to the Commission of Codex Alimentarius becomes
stronger. It is necessary to mark the increasing role of the deve-
loped documents in the international trade and such point, that
Russia has to be more active in this process.

It is interesting, to my mind, the paper by T.F. Trukhina, de-
voted to the pricing on poultry products perfection.
