Dear readers,

The forecast on the growth of the world
poultry meat production to 220 million Mt
in 2050, that is doubling current production,
has been read at the XIV European Poultry
Breeding WPSA conference in Norway, June
2014. Tt will cause significant growth of feed
requirement. At the same time this require-
ment will have to be met in the context of
arable lands limitation and the competition
with biofuel production and the necessity of
providing other farm animals with feed. In-
troduction of new crosses and progressive poultty management
and feeding technologies and also the veterinary achievements will
help feed conversion improvement, of course. However grain con-
tent in traditional diets reaches 70 percent in Russia and part of this
grain would be expedient to direct for food production. Our jour-
nal task is to inform reader about possible usage of non-traditional
feed resources that may replace grain partially and become some
additional sources of necessary matters for poultry.

The research results in rape, lupine, field beans, microbi-
ological synthesis products, sapropel, feed additives from lo-
cal plant resources usage have been reflected in expert pa-
pers from FNTS “VNIIPP” RAN, FGBNU “SibNIIP”, FGBNU
Magadan NIISH. Introduction of these feeds in poultry com-
pounds is limited for various reasons but for anti-nutritional
matters mainly. But the modern technologies such as extru-
sion, fermentation and others give the possibility to eliminate
this lack and to increase the feed availability. It’s very impor-
tant that non-traditional feed effect on the end product qual-
ity has been reflected in some of these papers.

The journal continues to publish materials on the opti-
mization of different raw material deboning process. The ef-
fect of raw material temperature on mechanically deboned
poultry meat (MDPM) safety and meat yield for screw press-
es with combined sleeve has been described in V.A. Abaldo-
Vva new papet.

V.N. Makhonina have represented the results of researches
on the biological value of MDPM and other animal and plant
raw material.

You can learn the possibility of the product assortment ex-
pansion at the expense of coagulated m lange usage in chick-
en ready-to-cook products production without their usual
sensory quality change from LL. Stefanova et al. material.

In this issue two most interesting papers on the problems
of chick infectious anemia (by M.Ye. Dmitriyeva) and poultry
hemophilosis (by T.N. Rozhdestvenskaya et al.) are waiting for
veterinary experts.

Our authors LM. Royter et al. have developed and applied
in poultry enterprises the method of quantitative assessment
of quality management system efficiency.

I shall note that this issue comes out ahead of the larg-
est exhibitions in agribusiness that is “Agroprodmash”, “The
Gold Autumn”; “Agrosalon” and “Space”.
