Breeder Forum has been carried out in
Kazakhstan at the end of August, in which
22 countries experts have taken part
(V.V. Goushchin and R1. Sharipova paper).
The event program has provided some re-
ports and performances of scientists and experts in different
problems of poultry branch. G.A. Bobyleva, the Rosptitsesoyuz
General Director, has told on Russia poultry branch current
state and tasks (G.A. Bobyleva paper).

XXX Anniversary Space exhibition has been carried out
in France Renn town in September that has been visited
more than by 100 thousands of people from 145 countries
(V.V. Goushchin reporting). The Forum participants have dis-
cussed the possibility of effective agricultural production keep-
ing at unstable economic situation at market. VNIIPP deputy di-
rector N.V. Motina has taken part in V International conference
“Russia poultry breeding” that has been carried out in Lipetsk
town in September. The Forum program has included the discus-
sion of different aspects of the market development, traceability,
feed quality, poultry raising and management (the paper).

This issue central question has been the standardization
as the basis of control system for product quality and produc-
tion effectiveness respectively.

The product quality is always connected closely with raw
material and depends on many parameters such as poultry
management technology, feeding, veterinary events, preparing
to slaughtering and also on the standardization level (V.S. Lu-
kashenko paper). The material by V.V. Goushchin , GA. Stepa-
nova and V.I. Korovina is informing on the standardization pro-
cess in poultry production sphere. You will know of standards
development in Russia from LG. Ivanilova paper. Now poultry
processors and experts ask question: how can they define poul-
try product category? You will receive the answer in V.N. Mak-
honina material “The new approach to the normative base de-
velopment for poultry meat products”.

It is possible to read in “Poultry feeding and management”
heading on lupine usage in compound feeds for land poultry
(LA. Yegorov, YuA. Ponomarenko), enzyme usage effectiveness
in goosling diet (VI Yakovlev et al), sorbent usage in broiler rais-
ing (A.B. Maltsev et al) and also on some innovative ways of broil-
er meat production increasing (VI Shcherbatov, LI Smirnova).

V.A. Abaldova paper cycle is being finished on the research
results on raw material temperature and press construction
influence on mechanically deboned poultry meat safety and
yield in this issue.We don't set task to decide all problems with
the stroke of the pen and to give some exhaustive recommen-
dations on production effectiveness increasing however we
think that our readers will be able to find in this issue some
answers on the questions that different level experts must de-
cide every day.
