He is the fa-
mous poultry breeder that has cele-
brated his 80 jubilee in May. Gavriil
Stepanovich is leading the diversified
“Belorechenskoye” SH PAO in Irkutsk
region during 40 years almost. He is
one of our branch “gold fund” repre-
sentatives. The branch successes are
being determined to a large extent by
the people like him. G.A. Bobilyova,
the “Rosptitsesoyuz” general director,
tells “Belorechenskoye” SH PAO work
results at the journal pages.

G.V. Krasnoyartsev paper is devoted to WPSA XIX Inter-
national Conference results that has been carried out in Ser-
guiev Posad in May. In this forum “The world and Russian
trends of poultry breeding development: realities and fu-
ture challenges” have taken part more than 400 participants.
There were 23 countries experts, domestic science and prac-
tice representatives.

The “Rosptitsesoyuz” has summarized the branch work in
4 months of this year. In spite of poultry meat and egg production
decreasing in some countty regions, the production figures have
increased as a whole year-by-year in meat production by 4.2%
(84.1 thousand tons) and in egg production by 1.9% (217.9 mil-
lions). Volumes of by-products have increased at the same time
that is by-products of poultry and poultry meat and egg process-
ing and also poultry litter in poultry raising, Utilization of these or-
ganic by-products is the actual problem for modern poultry fac-
tories. This problem decision will give the possibility to decrease
poultry industry negative affect on environment.

The main this issue theme is poultry industry by-product
rational usage and the environmental problems. Of course, the
papers published can’t cover all this theme aspects. But they
give some very useful information for poultry factory admi-
nistration nevertheless. So, V.V. Gustchin and V.G. Volik paper
is devoted to by-product raw material base analysis after poul-
try slaughtering and the material usage directions. The authors
has studied the situation at the great volume of statistical ma-
terial being collected by poultty factories in 2017.

You may learn about the main directions in poultry litter
utilization problem decision including choosing of the best
technologies and these technologies introduction in Lenin-
grad region from A.Yu. Bryukhanov et al material.

AN. Sokolov and A.A. Kotlyar have shared experience of
poultry factory wastewater complex cleaning. The approach
to creation of effective cleaning facilities is described at the
example of “PRODO Kaluzhskaya poultry factory” AO.

T.T. Papazyan and VI Fisinin paper publication is being
continued at this Journal issue “Egg: the questions of quali-
ty and legislation and realization”. The paper is based at the
wide international practice analysis.

In addition we offer to your attention some information
on the VNIIPP developed new technological instruction on
chicken meat production to the interstate standard GOST
31962-2013 Chicken Meat (chicken, chick, broiler carcasses
and carcass parts), and also some other interesting and use-
ful materials.
